Old Town
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Directions: As you wander around Old Town, see if you can locate the artifacts described below.
Place a check (O) in front of each object when you find it. Good luck!

[ ] Dentists often had to use a mouth stretcher when working on someone’s teeth. This metallic
instrument is shaped kind of like a large pair of glasses or goggles but without the part that goes
over your ears. A small device on the side could be squeezed to make a person open wider. Mouth
stretchers came in different sizes, just like dental patients!

[ ] Before electricity was available, people used kerosene lamps to light their homes and businesses.
Kerosene is an oily fluid that caused a wick, once lit by a match, to burn for a long time. The fluid
was stored in a small metal or glass container at the lamp’s base. The flame rose upward into a
glass tube and gave off enough light for a small room. Can you find all 3 lamps in Old Town?

[ ] Every blacksmith shop has at least one bellows, but ours has two - a really big one & a small one.
Each is shaped sort of like two big ping-pong paddles tied together with a tube sticking out the end.
When the handles are pulled apart, the bellows fills up with air. When the handles are pushed
together, air goes into the fire making it hot enough to bend iron! Did you find the big one yet?

[ ] Shoemakers were not the only people who owned shoe stretchers. 100 years ago almost all shoes
were made of leather. That means they shrunk from time to time, especially when they got wet.
Stores sold an interesting looking device that helped make shoes last longer. The wooden part,
shaped like a small foot, got larger when a long metal rod sticking out the back was turned.

[ ] Before vacuum cleaners were invented, people used rug beaters to get the dust and dirt off of their
rugs. This simple contraption was made of either wood or metal or both. A typical rug beater has
a narrow handle about three feet long. Attached to the handle is a wider “head” used to beat a rug
repeatedly (preferably outside) until it was clean. It looks kind of like a giant flyswatter.

[ ] Shaving one’s face can be dangerous. That’s because razors are really sharp! Do you know how
men used to get their shaving razors so sharp? They used a razor strop. This is a brown or black
piece of leather about two feet long and two inches wide. It looks like a thick belt but without the
holes. Barbershops always had one close by in case a gentleman wanted a shave with his haircut.
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
